FROM THE DIRECTOR'S DESK -
DR. CELINE ALVEY

The Library Directors of ICUF institutions,
negotiating as a group with database vendors,
have realized steep discounts, in some cases
paying close to 78% less than individual institu-
tions for database licenses. Through collaborative purchasing
through ICUF, the Evans Library has been able to renew data-
base licenses to ProQuest, including ABI Complete with
Hoover’s and Research Library Complete at a cost of $2.31 per
FTE; and Literature Resource Center at a cost of $2.04 per
FTE. In addition, the Library will drop microfiche subscriptions
to the New York Times and Wall Street journal in order to
subscribe to ProQuest Newsstand. Newstand provides elec-
tronic access to the New York Times (current and last 3
years), and the Wall Street Journal, with comprehensive cover-
age of 140 newspapers, and selective coverage for a total of
500 national and international papers. Newsstand access will
cost $.94 per FTE.
